Adjusting a High Speed Head

Turning it on

High speed is turned on in preferences (alt+p) at the "printing" sheet.

Horizontal adjustments:

· This needs to be done prior to the vertical adjustment.
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In INKdraw, draw a horizontal line of approximately 5 cm in length and print this line.

The line will most probably show up as two thin lines close to eachother. Turn the print print head a bit to one side and make another print. If the lines are closer you have turned the head in the right direction, else you need to turn it in the opposite direction.
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· Keep turning the head until the two lines are directly above eachother.

Vertical adjustments:

· Make sure INKdraw is using pixel units. This is done in the preferences (alt+p), at the page layout.

In INKdraw, make two vertical lines of width 2 - one originating at an odd x-position and the other at an even x-position. Make them both the full size of the head and print them. You will again see two lines close to eachother. Go into preferences again (alt+p) and click on printing. The numbers to the right is for vertical adjustments of the heads. The upper number is head 1, the second head 2, etc.
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· These numbers should always be odd - even numbers can be used for adjusting only!!!

· Adjust these numbers until both vertical lines on the printout make up one solid line.
